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          With the development of technology and science since the past, human life has become much more protectable. But people have not been able to stop the abuse of this technology and medical methods. We will discuss two big problems at our conference. Ethical dilemmas about organ transplantation and organ trafficking. Regions where technology is not sufficiently developed and the people are weak and poor are favorite places for organ trafficking.
