Agenda Background
The political turmoil and economic crises in Bangladesh between 2022 and 2024 have sadly demonstrated how fragile a government lacking transparency can be. The fall of the Hasina government was marked by protests, boycotts and allegations of corruption. The arrival of Nobel Prize-winning economist Muhammad Yunus at the helm of the current government has created a unique opportunity for recovery and institutional renewal. 

But while there is now a serenity, it needs both international support and domestic adjustment for long-term stability and reform. This crisis is of direct concern not only for Bangladesh but also for the future of the surrounding regions.

 Position of the Kingdom of Denmark
As a supporter of democracy, human rights and development, the Kingdom of Denmark closely follows developments in Bangladesh and commends the people for their peaceful defense of their democratic rights.
Denmark welcomes the interim government's efforts to restore democratic order and believes that this process should rebuild public confidence in the state. Denmark believes that free and fair elections, an independent judiciary and an informed civil society are the foundation for a stable and developing Bangladesh.

Recommendations and Proposed Solutions

Improving Electoral Credibility
Denmark calls for impartiality and reform of the Bangladesh Election Commission. We support the presence of United Nations observers to ensure transparency in the upcoming elections.
Empowering Civil Society and Protecting Freedoms
Repressive regulations such as the Digital Security Act must be repealed, the press and human rights defenders must be guaranteed and media freedom must be urgently restored.  
Inclusive Economic Recovery
Denmark proposes to increase financial support for rural development, youth employment and SMEs. International investment and aid should be conditional on transparency and good governance.
Human Rights and Transitional Justice
A commission called the “Fact-finding and reconciliation commission” should be established to investigate alleged human rights violations between 2009 and 2024. Justice must be a prerequisite.
Regional and International Cooperation
Denmark believes that calm in Bangladesh can be achieved in cooperation with the countries in the region. It therefore recommends that Bangladesh increase its dialogue with neighboring countries such as India, Myanmar and international organizations.
