Republic of Korea
1. Agenda item: Refugee Population by Country and the Countries' Socio Economic Welfare
The Republic of Korea has become a major migration destination over the last decade. Migrant population in the country has increased. In order to support a social and humane life of the growing migrant population, the Republic of Korea is trying its best to provide human rights and safety to all imigrants in Korea. It also efforts to counter all forms of discrimination, including racism... The Korean government has made a great progress to protect the human rights of migrants in the country and help their integration into societies. Taking this opportunity, my delegation would like to share some of the informations with other delegations. To provide meaningful human rights protection of all migrants in vulnerable situations, the Korean government introduced the first Asian nation to legislate a refugee act that provides special protection for migrants with diseases, pregnant women, old people and children. Furthermore, the government also established shelters to protect migrant women and their children who are the victims of various forms of violence. The shelters provide them with psychological counseling, medical care and legal assistance. The Korean government will continue these measures to promote inclusion of migrants into society.

2. Agenda item: Safer and More Efficient Evacuation of Refugees in Nations Decimated by Civil War

The Republic of Korea has actively joined the global efforts to address the refugee crisis and

committed to assume its fair share of responsibility for refugee protection and assistance.

One of the most important issue about refugee crises is evacuation of the refugees. There is a big risk of violance to refugees while they are leaving their country. In a civil war one of the sides may not want refugees to leave their country and they may try to stop it by attacking them. In order to strengthen the international response to large movements of refugees, it is important to strengthen partnership and collaboration among states, international agencies, non-governmental organizations and the private sector, and to mobilize and coordinate support for the refugee response at the earliest possible time. In this regard, the Republic of Korea continues to provide humanitarian and development assistance to states and communities hosting a large population of refugees. The Korean government has also actively participated in the conferances that aim to provide financial and political support to refugees. In an effort to share the problem, South Korea supported many countries like Turkey, Jordan, Tanzania etc. economically and started new projects in these countries. These projects have proved to be effective not only in defending the confidence of refugees, but also supporting the development of the hosting communities.

3- Protection of The Rights of Unregistered Refugees
The Republic of Korea is trying its best to solve refugee crisis all over the world. But there are some difficult problems to go beyond especially unregistered refugees. Numbers are everything for an operation or for a document. But unregistered refugees are a big obstacle for an organised evacuation and an organised placement. To solve this problem, member states, international agencies, non-governmental organizations and the private sector should co-operate.
