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Australia is governed by federal parliamentary democracy under a constitutional monarchy.  Australia legally has no official language. However, English is by far the most commonly spoken
[bookmark: _GoBack]Language in our country. But other languages like Mandarin, Vietnamese and Arabic are spoken. 
Australia’s population is estimated to be 26.4 million for 2023. Australia is a highly developed country with a mixed economy. As of 2022, Australia was the 14th-largest national economy by nominal GDP (gross domestic product).

The first principle of the 1992 Rio Declaration on Environment and Development states: "Human beings are at the center of concern for sustainable development. They are entitled to a healthy and productive life in harmony with nature." Therefore, eradicating hunger and improving human nutrition is crucial. According to estimates compiled by the Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO), by 2050 we will need to produce 60 per cent more food to feed a world population of 9.3 billion. This means, we need to take action to increase food production in a sustainable way.

There are some initiatives of FAO in this regard such as; “The Sustainable Food Systems (SFS) Programme (a multi-actor partnership focused on catalyzing urgent transformation towards sustainable food systems, as a critical strategy to achieve the Sustainable Development Goals) and “SAVE FOOD: Global Initiative on Food Loss and Waste Reduction (Aims at encouraging dialogue between industry, research, politics, and civil society on food losses.).

Australia has been an active partner of the Food and Agriculture Organization of the FAO. Australia’s development priorities and FAO’s strategic priorities are very much aligned. Agriculture is one of six priority areas of Australia’s development policy. Australia has been contributing to ensure food safety, protect natural resources, and keep agriculture sustainable. Between 2014 and 2018,2 Australia invested more than USD 74.2 million in FAO’s capacities, programmes and projects.

The starting point must be the awareness that agricultural systems are the main source of food and income for most of the world's poor and food-insecure people. Agriculture is at the heart of the solution. We can sustainably increase crop production by using a range of techniques. Another thing that will happen with the saving part of the food we squander if we could reduce food waste and loss by roughly just 25 per cent, we would have additional food for about 500 million people a year. Moving towards a healthier and sustainable diet would be important 
for our foods sustainability.
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
