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According to the UN Women, domestic violence can be physical, sexual, psychological or financial and can include neglect. Frequently abusersrestrict the victims communication so victims can’t seek help. On this wise we plan on doing an application that looks like a shopping app but it is actually an emergency app that victim can use for messaging with 112 employees. The abuser will think victim is shopping for utensils to use in that nights dish while police forces are on their way.
