This has recently led to the  submission of a draft Public Health Act that addresses this issue for the first time.   Under current law, doctors caught performing euthanasia will be subject to murder  and civil liability  charges. However, the laws and regulations on this subject are quite new; Many gaps in the legal  framework still need to be filled and more public forums need to be organized and heard   Under Thailand's National Health Law, a person is g iven the right to refuse public health services  provided to prolong the last stage of his life, services that would make him sick. In Thailand, a sick  person can issue a "preliminary instruction", which is a written document stating the patient's wishes  fo r medical treatment, which may include decisions such as ending the person's life.   Euthanasia is not expressly prohibited. However, the practice of euthanasia has different legal  implications. However, the legal consequences vary according to the type of m ethod used by the  parties involved.   Themes of impermanence, decay, and death are ubiquitous in Buddhist teaching. In Thailand, as in  many Asian countries, Buddhism is described as the perfect authority on death - related matters.   Buddhism is described as an  excellent authority on death - related matters and is closely linked to the  rites and ceremonies associated with this life - to - life transition. Buddhist teaching emphasizes the  importance of a careful encounter with death, as the last moment of one's life can   be particularly  influential in determining the quality of the next rebirth. Still, Thais do not have only negative views  on death. This seems to accept death more easily than westerners, as death is not seen as a  permanent loss but is part of the cycle of   existence and rebirth.   The first piece of advice for a good life in Buddhism is to avoid ruining life. This prohibition applies to  all living species, including humans and  animals   a result, even if the patient accepts euthanasia  because Thailand adopts th e idea of  a good death religiously, these legal consequences can be  disastrous
