In sudan, children who do not have birth certificates encounter with some problems about determining their age for marriage, asessing if they are contact with law or registering for school.One of the most important problem is education.Only 57% of the childeren at the age of 6-16 can go to school. Againist this situation, the government applys this project called "education for food".The government is going to give food to family if the student goes to school.And then there is this other important project that UNICEF applied in 2013 for those who left their family behind because of the conflicts that happened back then.UNICEF managed to determined the lost kids and bring back the kids to their family.
➤ The state should support families financially and morally.
